Jan 6:35 Jezis jim fekl: “J4 jsem ten chléb Zivota. Kdo pfichazi ke mné, jisté nebude hladovét, a kdo véri
ve mne, nebude nikdy Ziznit.”

Jan 6:51 Ja jsem ten Zivy chléb, ktery sestoupil z nebe. Kdo ji z tohoto chleba, bude Zit na vécnost. A
chléb, ktery ja ddm za Zivot svéta, je mé télo.

Jan 6:27 Pracujte ne pro pokrm, ktery hyne, nybrz pro pokrm zUstéavajici k Zivotu vé¢énému, ktery vam
da Syn ¢lovéka; nebot jemu Otec, Blh, vtiskl svou pecet.

Jan 6:53-55 *3JeZi$ jim tedy Fekl: “Amen, amen, pravim vdm, nebudeteli jist télo Syna ¢lovéka a
nebudeteli pit jeho krev, nebudete mit v sobé Zivot. **Kdo ji mé télo a pije mou krev, ma Zivot véény a
ja ho vzkfisim v posledni den. *>Nebot mé télo je pravy pokrm a ma krev je pravy ndpo;j.

To eat the flesh and drink the blood of Christ is to receive Him as a personal Saviour, believing that He
forgives our sins, and that we are complete in Him. It is by beholding His love, by dwelling upon it, by
drinking it in, that we are to become partakers of His nature. What food is to the body, Christ must be
to the soul. Food cannot benefit us unless we eat it, unless it becomes a part of our being. So Christ is
of no value to us if we do not know Him as a personal Saviour. A theoretical knowledge will do us no
good. We must feed upon Him, receive Him into the heart, so that His life becomes our life. His love,
His grace, must be assimilated. DA 389.3

Spasitele, véfit, Ze ndm odpousti hfichy a Ze v Ném jsme dokonali. Pokud hledime na Jeho lasku,
zGstavame v ni a pfijimame ji (doslova pijeme z ni), pak se stavame Ucastniky Jeho pfirozenosti. Kristus
musi byt pro nase nitro stejné dulezity, jako je pokrm pro nase télo. Pokud pokrm nesnime a nestane
se nasi soucasti, pak pro nas nema zadny pfinos. Podobné pro nas ani Kristus nema Zadnou hodnotu,
pokud Jej neuzndme za svého osobniho Spasitele. Cisté teoretické poznani ndm Zadny uZitek
nepfinese.

Musime si osvojit Jeho lasku a milost. (srv. TV 245.4)

“Whoso eateth My flesh, and drinketh My blood, hath eternal life.” It is by receiving the life for us
poured out on Calvary's cross, that we can live the life of holiness. And this life we receive by receiving
His word, by doing those things which He has commanded. Thus we become one with Him. DA 660.4

DA - Touha véki 660.4 Jan 6,54 “Kdo ji mé télo a pije mou krev, ma Zivot vécny.” Svatym Zivotem
totiz miZeme zit jen tehdy, pokud pfijmeme Zivot za nds prolity na golgotském kfizi. To znamena
pfijmout Jeho slovo a konat vse, co pfikazal. Jediné tak se stavame jedno s Nim. (srv. TV 423.2)
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Jan 6:56-58 *°Kdo ji mé télo a pije mou krev, zUstdvd ve mné a ja v ném. >’Jako mne poslal Zivy Otec a
ja Ziji skrze Otce, tak i ten, kdo mne ji, bude Zit skrze mne. *®Toto je ten chléb, ktery sestoupil z nebe;
ne jako [vasi] otcové jedli [manu], a zemfeli. Kdo ji tento chléb, bude Zit na vécnost.

As they feed upon His word, they find that it is spirit and life. The word destroys the natural, earthly
nature, and imparts a new life in Christ Jesus. The Holy Spirit comes to the soul as a Comforter. By the
transforming agency of His grace, the image of God is reproduced in the disciple; he becomes a new
creature. Love takes the place of hatred, and the heart receives the divine similitude. This is what it
means to live “by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God.” This is eating the Bread that
comes down from heaven. DA 391.1

To je vyznam slov
Matous 4,4 (parafraze) “Zit kazdym slovem, které vychazi z BozZich Ust”. Toto znamena jist chléb, ktery
sestupuje z nebe. (srv.

In the struggle for eternal life, we cannot lean upon one another. The bread of life must be eaten by
each one. Individually we must partake of it, that soul, body, and mind may be revived and
strengthened by its transforming power TM 385.1

TM — Svédectvi pro sluzebniky evangelia 385.1 V boji o vécny Zivot se nemuizeme spoléhat na druhé.
Chléb Zivota musi jist kazdy sdm za sebe. Aby jeho proménujici moc ozivila a posilila nitro, télo i mysl,
musime ho byt Ucastni kazdy jednotlivé.

As the Son of God lived by faith in the Father, so are we to live by faith in Christ. So fully was Jesus
surrendered to the will of God that the Father alone appeared in His life. Although tempted in all points
like as we are, He stood before the world untainted by the evil that surrounded Him. Thus we also are
to overcome as Christ overcame. DA 389.4

DA - Touha vékti 389.4 Mame Zit virou v Krista, stejné jako Zil BoZi Syn virou ve svého Otce. JeZis se
natolik podfizoval Bozi vili, Ze se v Jeho Zivoté zjevoval sam Otec. Byl ve vSem pokousen stejné jako
my, a presto zlstal pred svétem neposkvrnén zlem, které ho obklopovalo. | my mame vitézit, jako
vitézil Kristus. (srv.

When a soul receives Christ, he receives his righteousness. He lives the life of Christ. As he trains
himself to behold Christ, to study his life and practise his virtues, he eats the flesh and drinks the blood
of the Son of God. When this experience is his, he can declare, with the apostle Paul: “I am crucified
with Christ: nevertheless | live; yet not |, but Christ liveth in me; and the life which | now live in the
flesh, I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me.” RH November 23,
1897, par. 15

RH - casopis Review and Herald, 23. listopadu 1897, odst. 15 KdyZ ¢lovék prijme Krista, obdrzZi Jeho
spravedInost. Zije Kristdv Zivot. Cim vice hledi na Krista, studuje Jeho Zivot a uvadi do praxe Jeho
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ctnosti, tak ji télo a pije krev BoZiho Syna. KdyZ tuto zkusenost ziska, mlzZe spolu s apostolem Pavlem
prohlasit: Galatskym 2:19-20 "*°...S Kristem jsem ukfizovan: °Neziji u? ja, ale Zije ve mné Kristus. Zivot,

ktery nyni Ziji v téle, Ziji ve vife v Syna BoZziho, ktery si mne zamiloval a vydal sebe samého za mne."

All who received Him would partake of His nature, and be conformed to His character. This involved
the relinquishment of their cherished ambitions. It required the complete surrender of themselves to
Jesus. They were called to become self-sacrificing, meek and lowly in heart. They must walk in the
narrow path traveled by the Man of Calvary, if they would share in the gift of life and the glory of
heaven. DA 391.2

DA - Touha vékut 391.2 Vsichni, ktefi Jej pfijali, ziskavaji podil na Jeho pfirozenosti a jsou pfipodobnéni
Jeho charakteru. To vSak znamenalo, Ze se musi vzdat svych vytouZenych ambici a plné se odevzdat

Jan 6:60-64a °°Mnozi z jeho ucednikd, kdyz to usly3eli, Fekli: “To je tvrda fed. Kdo to mlZe poslouchat?”
®1je7i§ v sobé védél, Ze jeho ucednici na to reptaji, a fekl jim: “To vas pohoriuje? %2Coz tedy, kdybyste
vidéli Syna ¢lovéka vystupovat tam, kde byl dfive? ®*Duch je ten, ktery obZivuje, télo nic neznamena.
Slova, kterd jsem vam povédél ja, jsou duch a jsou Zivot. ®4Ale jsou néktefi z vas, ktefi nevéfi...”

The test was too great.... They had welcomed His miracle-working power; they were eager to be freed
from disease and suffering; but they would not come into sympathy with His self-sacrificing life. They
cared not for the mysterious spiritual kingdom of which He spoke. The insincere, the selfish, who had
sought Him, no longer desired Him. DA 391.3

DA - Touha véka 391.3 Zkouska byla pfilis tézka.... Vitali Jeho zazra¢nou moc, touZili po uzdraveni z
nemoci a utrpeni, ale nechtéli se ztotoznit s Jeho Zivotem plnym obéti a sebezapirani. Nezajimalo je
tajemné duchovni kralovstvi, o kterém hovofil. Pokrytecti a sobecti lidé, ktefi Jej dfive vyhledavali, uz
po Ném netouZili. (srv.

With a yearning heart, Jesus saw those who had been His disciples departing from Him, the Life and
the Light of men. The consciousness that His compassion was unappreciated, His love unrequited, His
mercy slighted, His salvation rejected, filled Him with sorrow that was inexpressible. It was such
developments as these that made Him a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief. DA 393.2
Without attempting to hinder those who were leaving Him, Jesus turned to the twelve and said, “Will
ye also go away?” DA 393.3

Pravé takové zkusenosti zpUsobily, Ze se stal
MuZem bolesti. Védél, co je to utrpeni. Ucednikiim, ktefi od Ného odchazeli, se v tom Jezis nesnazil
zabranit. Obratil se ke dvanacti apostollim a zeptal se jich: Jan 6,67 “| vy chcete odejit?” (srv. TV 248.4-
5)
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The followers of Christ must be partakers of His experience. They must assimilate the word of God.
They must be changed into its likeness by the power of Christ and reflect the divine attributes. They
must eat the flesh and drink the blood of the Son of God, or there is no life in them. The spirit and work
of Christ must become the spirit and work of His disciples. 5T 575.2

5T — Svédectvi pro cirkev, 5. svazek 575.2 Kristovi nasledovnici se musi podilet na Jeho zku$enosti.
Musi si osvojit BoZi slovo a Kristovou moci byt proménéni, aby se Mu podobali a odrazeli bozské
vlastnosti. Musi jist télo a pit krev BoZiho Syna, jinak v nich neni Zivot. Duch a dilo Kristovo se musi stat
duchem a dilem Jeho ucednik.
