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Pro Tajemstvi Bible zpracoval tym prekladatell pod vedenim Ladislava Hodace.

Genesis 3:14a,15 A Hospodin Buh fekl hadovi: ... * poloZim nepfatelstvi mezi tebe a Zenu a mezi simé
tvé a simé jeji; ono tobé rozdrti hlavu a ty jemu rozdrtis patu.

This sentence, uttered in the hearing of our first parents, was to them a promise. While it foretold war
between man and Satan, it declared that the power of the great adversary would finally be broken.
Adam and Eve stood as criminals before the righteous Judge, awaiting the sentence which
transgression had incurred; but before they heard of the life of toil and sorrow which must be their
portion, or of the decree that they must return to dust, they listened to words that could not fail to
give them hope. Though they must suffer from the power of their mighty foe, they could look forward
to final victory. PP 65.4

PP — Patriarchové a proroci 65.4 Tento rozsudek, vyneseny pfi slySeni nasich prvnich rodicu, byl pro
né zaslibenim. | kdyZ predpovidal valku mezi ¢lovékem a satanem, zaroven prohlasoval, Ze moc velkého
protivnika bude nakonec zlomena. Adam a Eva stali pfed spravedlivym Soudcem jako zlocinci a cekali
na rozsudek, ktery jim bude za provinéni vyméren; ale dfive nez uslyseli o Zivoté plném dfiny a utrpeni,
ktery bude jejich udélem, nebo o vynosu, Ze se musi znovu obrétit v prach, vyslechli slova, kterd jim
dala nepochybnou nadéji. Pfestoze budou muset snaset utrpeni vyplyvajici z moci jejich mocného
nepfitele, mohou vyhliZzet konecné vitézstvi. (srv. PP 38.2)

When Satan heard that enmity should exist between himself and the woman, and between his seed
and her seed, he knew that his work of depraving human nature would be interrupted; that by some
means man would be enabled to resist his power. Yet as the plan of salvation was more fully unfolded,
Satan rejoiced with his angels that, having caused man's fall, he could bring down the Son of God from
His exalted position. He declared that his plans had thus far been successful upon the earth, and that
when Christ should take upon Himself human nature, He also might be overcome, and thus the
redemption of the fallen race might be prevented. PP 66.1

PP — Patriarchové a proroci 66.1 KdyZ satan uslySel, Ze mezi nim a Zenou a mezi jeho a jejim
potomstvem bude nepratelstvi, védél, Ze jeho Usili o pokfivovani lidské pfirozenosti bude naruseno.
Clovéku bude néjakym zplisobem umoinéno vzdorovat jeho moci. KdyZ viak byl plan spaseni vice
odhalen, satan se spolu se svymi andély radoval, Ze kdyZ pfivodil pad clovéka, mlze ze svého
vzneSeného postaveni svrhnout také Boziho Syna.

Heavenly angels more fully opened to our first parents the plan that had been devised for their
salvation. Adam and his companion were assured that notwithstanding their great sin, they were not
to be abandoned to the control of Satan. The Son of God had offered to atone, with His own life, for
their transgression. A period of probation would be granted them, and through repentance and faith
in Christ they might again become the children of God. PP 66.2

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The sacrificial offerings were ordained by God to be to man a perpetual reminder and a penitential
acknowledgment of his sin and a confession of his faith in the promised Redeemer. They were intended
to impress upon the fallen race the solemn truth that it was sin that caused death. To Adam, the
offering of the first sacrifice was a most painful ceremony. His hand must be raised to take life, which
only God could give. It was the first time he had ever witnessed death, and he knew that had he been
obedient to God, there would have been no death of man or beast. As he slew the innocent victim, he
trembled at the thought that his sin must shed the blood of the spotless Lamb of God. This scene gave
him a deeper and more vivid sense of the greatness of his transgression, which nothing but the death
of God's dear Son could expiate. And he marveled at the infinite goodness that would give such a
ransom to save the guilty. A star of hope illumined the dark and terrible future and relieved it of its
utter desolation. PP 68.1

PP - Patriarchové a proroci 68.1 Smirci obéti byly Bohem ustanoveny jako trvald pfipominka a kajicné
uznani hfichu a vyznani viry ve slibeného Vykupitele. Mély vtisknout padlému lidstvu onu duleZitou
pravdu, Ze hfich je pfi¢inou smrti. Pro Adama bylo pfineseni prvni obéti velmi bolestnym obfadem.
Jeho ruka musela vzit Zivot, ktery m(ze dat pouze Blh. Poprvé se stal svédkem smrti, a védél, Ze kdyby
byl poslusny Bohu, nedoslo by k Zadné smrti ¢lovéka ani zvitete. KdyzZ zabijel nevinnou obét, zachvél se
pfi pomysleni, Ze jeho hfich prolije krev neposkvrnéného BoZiho Beranka. Tento vyjev mu dal jesté
hloubéji a Zivéji pocitit velikost jeho provinéni, které nemohlo od¢init nic jiného nez smrt drahého
Boziho Syna.

When man fell by transgression the law was not changed, but a remedial system was established to
bring him back to obedience. PP 363.1

byl zaveden napravny systém, ktery ho mél privést zpét k poslusnosti. (srv. PP 266.1)

The plan for our redemption was not an afterthought, a plan formulated after the fall of Adam. It was
a revelation of “the mystery which hath been kept in silence through times eternal.” Romans 16:25, R.
V. It was an unfolding of the principles that from eternal ages have been the foundation of God's
throne. From the beginning, God and Christ knew of the apostasy of Satan, and of the fall of man
through the deceptive power of the apostate. God did not ordain that sin should exist, but He foresaw
its existence, and made provision to meet the terrible emergency. So great was His love for the world,
that He covenanted to give His only-begotten Son, “that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish,
but have everlasting life.” John 3:16. DA 22.2

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Lucifer had said, “I will exalt my throne above the stars of God; ... | will be like the Most High.” Isaiah
14:13, 14. But Christ, “being in the form of God, counted it not a thing to be grasped to be on an
equality with God, but emptied Himself, taking the form of a servant, being made in the likeness of
men.” Philippians 2:6, 7, R. V., margin. DA 22.3

DA - Touha véka 22.3 Lucifer fekl: I1zajas 14,13.14 “* ... Nad hvézdy BoZi vyvysim svdj tran ... 4 ...

This was a voluntary sacrifice. Jesus might have remained at the Father's side. He might have retained
the glory of heaven, and the homage of the angels. But He chose to give back the scepter into the
Father's hands, and to step down from the throne of the universe, that He might bring light to the
benighted, and life to the perishing. DA 22.4

The earth was dark through misapprehension of God. That the gloomy shadows might be lightened,
that the world might be brought back to God, Satan's deceptive power was to be broken. This could
not be done by force. The exercise of force is contrary to the principles of God's government; He desires
only the service of love; and love cannot be commanded; it cannot be won by force or authority. Only
by love is love awakened. To know God is to love Him; His character must be manifested in contrast to
the character of Satan. This work only one Being in all the universe could do. Only He who knew the
height and depth of the love of God could make it known. Upon the world's dark night the Sun of
Righteousness must rise, “with healing in His wings.” Malachi 4:2. DA 22.1

But in His great love God provided a way
whereby man might regain the position from which he fell in yielding to the tempter. Christ came to
stand at the head of humanity, to work out in our behalf a perfect character.... “As many as received
him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God.” SD 348.2
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SD - Synové a dcery BoZi 348.2 Hrich je odporna véc. Znehodnotil moralni krdsu velkého poctu andéld.
Vstoupil do naseho svéta a témér znicil moralni obraz Boha v c¢lovéku. Bih vsak ve své velké lasce
pfipravil cestu, jak mlzZe Clovék znovu ziskat zpét postaveni, z néhoZ padl, kdyZz podlehl pokusiteli.

The act of Christ in dying for the salvation of man would not only make heaven accessible to men, but
before all the universe it would justify God and His Son in their dealing with the rebellion of Satan. It
would establish the perpetuity of the law of God and would reveal the nature and the results of sin.
