Matous 5:17-18 V/“Nedomnivejte se, Ze jsem pFisel zrusit Zakon nebo Proroky; nepfisel jsem je zrusit,
nybrz naplnit. ¥®Nebot amen, pravim vam: Dokud nepomine nebe a zemé&, nepomine jediné nejmensi
pismenko ani jedna ¢arka ze Zdkona, dokud se vSechno nestane.

The system of types that pointed to Jesus as the Lamb of God was to be abolished at His death; but
the precepts of the Decalogue are as immutable as the throne of God. DA 308.3

“Think not that | am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: | am not come to destroy, but to fulfill.”
Here Jesus refutes the charge of the Pharisees. His mission to the world is to vindicate the sacred claims
of that law which they charge Him with breaking. If the law of God could have been changed or
abrogated, then Christ need not have suffered the consequences of our transgression. He came to
explain the relation of the law to man, and to illustrate its precepts by His own life of obedience. DA
307.4

DA - Touha vékd 307.4 Matous 5,17 “Nedomnivejte se, Ze jsem prisel zrusit Zdkon nebo Proroky;
nepfrisel jsem je zrusit, nybrz naplnit.” JeZiSovym poslanim na tomto svété bylo obhdjit svaté pozadavky
zakona, z jehoZ prestupovani Jej obvinovali.

“Then cometh Jesus from Galilee to Jordan unto John, to be baptized of him. But John forbade him,
saying, | have need to be baptized of thee, and comest thou to me? And Jesus answering said unto
him, Suffer it to be so now: for thus it becometh us to fulfil all righteousness.” In “fulfilling” all
righteousness, Christ did not bring all righteousness to an end. He fulfilled all the requirements of God
in repentance, faith, and baptism, the steps of grace in genuine conversion. He did this as an example,
that we should follow in his steps. In his humanity, Christ filled up the measure of the law's
requirements. And this he did as an example to us. He was the head of humanity, its substitute and
surety. Human beings, by uniting their weakness to the strength of his divine nature, may become
partakers of his character. RH November 15, 1898, par. 8

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Satan had sought to prove that God was unjust, that His law was faulty, and that the good of the
universe required it to be changed. In attacking the law he aimed to overthrow the authority of its
Author. In the controversy it was to be shown whether the divine statutes were defective and subject
to change, or perfect and immutable. PP 69.1

Christ came to vindicate the sacred claims of the law. He came to live a life of obedience to its
requirements and thus prove the falsity of the charge made by Satan that it is impossible for man to
keep the law of God. As a man He met temptation and overcame in the strength given Him from God.
As He went about doing good, healing all who were afflicted by Satan, He made plain to men the
character of God's law and the nature of His service. His life testifies that it is possible for us also to
obey the law of God. 8T 207.3

The mission of Christ on earth was not to destroy the law, but by His grace to bring man back to
obedience to its precepts. MB 48.1

By His own obedience to the law, Christ testified to its immutable character and proved that through
His grace it could be perfectly obeyed by every son and daughter of Adam. MB 49.3

The law of God, from its very nature, is unchangeable. It is a revelation of the will and the character of
its Author. God is love, and His law is love. Its two great principles are love to God and love to man.
“Love is the fulfilling of the law.” Romans 13:10. The character of God is righteousness and truth; such
is the nature of His law. Says the psalmist: “Thy law is the truth:” “all Thy commandments are
righteousness.” Psalm 119:142, 172. And the apostle Paul declares: “The law is holy, and the
commandment holy, and just, and good.” Romans 7:12. Such a law, being an expression of the mind
and will of God, must be as enduring as its Author. GC 467.1

The cross of Christ testifies to the immutability of the law of God—testifies that God so loved us that
He gave His Son to die for our sins; but Christ came not to destroy but to fulfill the law. Not one jot or
tittle of God's moral standard could be changed to meet man in his fallen condition. Jesus died that He
might ascribe unto the repenting sinner His own righteousness, and make it possible for man to keep
the law. 1SM 312.2

It is impossible for man, of himself, to keep this law; for the nature of man is depraved, deformed, and
wholly unlike the character of God. The works of the selfish heart are “as an unclean thing;” and “all
our righteousnesses are as filthy rags.” Isaiah 64:6.... MB 54.1

the law. If they would open their hearts fully to receive Christ, then the very life of God, His love, would
dwell in them, transforming them into His own likeness; and thus through God's free gift they would
possess the righteousness which the law requires.... MB 54.2

In His human nature He maintained the purity of His divine character. He lived the law of God, and
honored it in a world of transgression, revealing to the heavenly universe, to Satan, and to all the fallen
sons and daughters of Adam that through His grace humanity can keep the law of God. He came to
impart His own divine nature, His own image, to the repentant, believing soul. ML 323.6

Satan had claimed that it was impossible for man to obey God's commandments; and in our own
strength it is true that we cannot obey them. But Christ came in the form of humanity, and by His
perfect obedience He proved that humanity and divinity combined can obey every one of God's
precepts. COL314.4
