072 — BYL POKOUSEN OD DABLA

Pro Tajemstvi Bible zpracoval tym prekladatell pod vedenim Ladislava Hodace.

Matous 4:5-6 *Potom ho Dabel vzal do svatého mésta, postavil ho na okraj stfechy chramu °a Fekl mu:
“Jsili Syn BoZzi, vrhni se dol(; vZdyt je napsano: "Svym andéliim prikaZe o tobé, a na rukou té ponesou,
abys snad nenarazil nohou na kamen."”

Satan now supposes that he has met Jesus on His own ground. The wily foe himself presents words
that proceeded from the mouth of God. He still appears as an angel of light, and he makes it evident
that he is acquainted with the Scriptures, and understands the import of what is written. As Jesus
before used the word of God to sustain His faith, the tempter now uses it to countenance his
deception. He claims that he has been only testing the fidelity of Jesus, and he now commends His
steadfastness. As the Saviour has manifested trust in God, Satan urges Him to give still another
evidence of His faith. DA 124.3

DA - Touha vékti 124.3 Satan predstira, Ze tentokrat se s JeziSem setkava na Jeho vlastni ptdé. Lstivy
nepfritel cituje Bozi slova. Stale jesté se predstavuje jako andél svétla. Ukazuje, Ze Pismo dobfe znd a
chdpe jeho vyznam. Stejné jako predtim dokladal Jezis svoji viru Bozim slovem, vyuzivad nyni pokusitel
Boziho slova k obhajobé svého podvodu. Tvrdi, Ze jen zkousel JeZiSovu vérnost, a chvali Ho za Jeho
neochvéjnost. Spasitel uz projevil divéru v Boha, satan vSak od Ného 7ada jesté dalsi dikaz viry. (srv.
TV 76.3)

But again the temptation is prefaced with the insinuation of distrust, “If Thou be the Son of God.”
Christ was tempted to answer the “if;” but He refrained from the slightest acceptance of the doubt.
He would not imperil His life in order to give evidence to Satan. DA 124.4

DA — Touha vékt 124.4 Satanovo pokuseni je viak opét doprovazeno naznakem pochybnosti: “Jsi-li
Syn BoZzi.” Kristus byl v pokuseni odpovédét na ono “jsi-li”, ale vyvaroval se sebemensiho pfipusténi
pochybnosti. Neohrozi prece svUj Zivot proto, aby néco dokazoval satanovi. (srv. TV 76.4)
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Matous 4:7 Jezis mu fekl: “Je také napsano: "Nebudes pokouset Pana, svého Boha.

The tempter thought to take advantage of Christ's humanity, and urge Him to presumption. But while
Satan can solicit, he cannot compel to sin. He said to Jesus, “Cast Thyself down,” knowing that he could
not cast Him down; for God would interpose to deliver Him. Nor could Satan force Jesus to cast Himself
down. Unless Christ should consent to temptation, He could not be overcome. Not all the power of
earth or hell could force Him in the slightest degree to depart from the will of His Father. DA 125.1

DA - Touha vékid 125.1 Pokusitel chtél vyuZzit Kristova lidstvi a svadél jej k opovazlivosti. Satan sice
mUZe k hfichu svadét, pfimét k nému vsak nikoho nem{ze. JezZiSovi fekl: “Vrhni se dol(.” Dobre védél,
Ze sam Jej shodit nemuze, protoZe Bih by zasahl a JeZiSe zachranil. NemUzZe Jej ani donutit, aby se vrhl
dol@ sam. Pokud Kristus pokuseni odmitne, nem(iZze byt pfemoZen. Zddna moc na zemi ani v podzemi
by nemohla JeZise prinutit k tomu, aby se tfeba jen nepatrné odchylil od vile svého Otce. (srv. TV 76.5)

The tempter can never compel us to do evil. He cannot control minds unless they are yielded to his
control. The will must consent, faith must let go its hold upon Christ, before Satan can exercise his
power upon us. But every sinful desire we cherish affords him a foothold. Every point in which we fail
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of meeting the divine standard is an open door by which he can enter to tempt and destroy us. And
every failure or defeat on our part gives occasion for him to reproach Christ. DA 125.2

DA — Touha vékt 125.2 Pokusitel nas nikdy nemuze donutit k hfichu. NemuzZe ovladnout nasi mysl,
pokud mu to sami nedovolime. NeZ se nas satan zmocni, musime mu k tomu dat souhlas a prestat se
virou spoléhat na Krista. Kazda htisna touha, kterou v sobé chovdme, satanovi poskytuje Sanci na
uspéch. Jakékoli prestoupeni BoZich pozadavkld mu otevird dvere k tomu, aby nas pokousel a nakonec
znicil. Kazdé nase selhdni ¢i pad je pro ného pfilezitosti k tomu, aby hanobil Krista. (srv. TV 76.6)

When Satan quoted the promise, “He shall give His angels charge over Thee,” he omitted the words,
“to keep Thee in all Thy ways;” that is, in all the ways of God's choosing. Jesus refused to go outside
the path of obedience. DA 125.3

DA - Touha véka 125.3 Kdy? satan citoval zaslibeni Zalm 91:11 “svym and&ldm vydal o tobé pt¥ikaz,”
vynechal slova “aby té strezili na viech tvych cestach.” To znamena na vSech cestdch podle BoZiho
uréeni. Jezis odmitl sejit z cesty poslusnosti. (srv. TV 76.7)

Christ came off victor in the second temptation. He manifested perfect confidence and trust in His
Father during His severe conflict with the powerful foe. Our Redeemer, in the victory here gained, has
left man a perfect pattern, showing him that his only safety is in firm trust and unwavering confidence
in God in all trials and perils. He refused to presume upon the mercy of His Father by placing Himself
in peril that would make it necessary for His heavenly Father to display His power to save Him from
danger. This would be forcing providence on His own account; and He would not then leave for His
people a perfect example of faith and firm trust in God. 1SM 283.1

1SM - Vybrana poselstvi, 1. svazek 283.1 Kristus vySel z druhého pokuseni jako vitéz. BEhem tézkého
stfetu s mocnym nepfitelem se Jezi$ zcela spolehl na svého Otce a projevil v Néj naprostou dlivéru.
Nas Vykupitel dosazenym vitézstvim zanechal ¢lovéku dokonaly vzor a ukazal mu, Ze jeho jediné
bezpedi spociva v pevné divére a neochvéjném spolehnuti se na Boha ve vSech zkouskach a
nebezpecich. Odmitl se dopustit opovazlivosti vic¢i milosrdenstvi svého Otce tim, Ze by se zdmérné
vystavil nebezpeci, pfred nimz by Ho Jeho nebesky Otec musel ochranit projevem své moci. Tim by si
vynutil zasah prozietelnosti na sv{j vlastni Ucet a nezanechal by pak svému lidu dokonaly pfiklad viry
a pevné davéry v Boha.

Satan's object in tempting Christ was to lead Him to daring presumption, and to show human weakness
that would not make Him a perfect pattern for His people. Satan thought that should Christ fail to bear
the test of his temptations, there could be no redemption for the race, and his power over them would
be complete. 1SM 283.2

1SM - Vybranad poselstvi, 1. svazek 283.2 Pfi pokouseni chtél satan Krista pfivést k troufalé
opovazlivosti, aby projevil lidskou slabost a aby se tak diky tomu nestal dokonalym vzorem pro svdj lid.
Satan se domnival, Ze pokud pokouseny Kristus ve zkouSce neobstoji, lidstvo by nemohlo byt
vykoupeno a jeho moc nad lidmi by tak byla Gplna.

It was a difficult task for the Prince of Life to carry out the plan which He had undertaken for the
salvation of man, in clothing His divinity with humanity. He had received honor in the heavenly courts
and was familiar with absolute power. It was as difficult for Him to keep the level of humanity as for
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men to rise above the low level of their depraved natures and be partakers of the divine nature. Con
85.1

Con — Stiet 85.1 Uskutecnit plan, ktery pro spasu ¢lovéka KniZe Zivota podstoupil tim, Ze své boZstvi
oblékl do lidstvi, pro N&j bylo obtizné. V nebeskych nadvofich se Mu dostdvalo poct a vlastnil absolutni
moc. Bylo pro Néj stejné obtizné zlstat na Urovni lidstvi jako pro lidi pozvednout se nad nizkou Uroven
své zkazené prirozenosti a stat se ucastniky bozské ptirozenosti.

Christ was put to the closest test, requiring the strength of all His faculties to resist the inclination,
when in danger, to use His power to deliver Himself from peril and triumph over the power of the
prince of darkness. Satan showed his knowledge of the weak points of the human heart, and put forth
his utmost power to take advantage of the weakness of the humanity, which Christ had assumed in
order to overcome his temptations on man's account. Con 85.2

Con - Stret 85.2 Odolat sklonu odvratit hrozbu a zvitézit nad moci kniZete temnoty pouZitim své vlastni
moci, to bylo pro Krista nejtézsi zkouskou vyzadujici silu vSech Jeho schopnosti. Satan ukazal, Zze zna
slaba mista lidského srdce. Uplatnil veskerou silu, aby vyuZil slabosti lidstvi, které na sebe Kristus vzal,

aby nad satanovymi pokusenimi zvitézil ve prospéch ¢lovéka.

Often when Satan has failed of exciting distrust, he succeeds in leading us to presumption. If he can
cause us to place ourselves unnecessarily in the way of temptation, he knows that the victory is his.
God will preserve all who walk in the path of obedience; but to depart from it is to venture on Satan's
ground. There we are sure to fall. The Saviour has bidden us, “Watch ye and pray, lest ye enter into
temptation.” Mark 14:38. Meditation and prayer would keep us from rushing unbidden into the way
of danger, and thus we should be saved from many a defeat. DA 126.2

DA - Touha vékl 126.2 Kdy? se satanovi nepodafi vzbudit v nas nedlvéru, ¢asto uspéje v tom, Ze nas
strhne k opovaiZlivosti. Vi, Ze kdyz se nechdme zbytecné zavést na cestu pokuseni, ma vitézstvi jisté.
Blh chrani kazdého, kdo chodi po cesté poslusnosti. Kdo z ni vsak sejde, ocitd se na satanové Uzemi,
kde zcela jisté padne. Spasitel nds vybizi: Marek 14,38 “Bdéte a modlete se, abyste nevesli do
pokuseni.” Rozjimani a modlitba nam brani v tom, abychom se bez rozmyslu vrhali do nebezpedi a tim
nas chrani pred mnohymi porazkami. (srv. TV 77.3)

Yet we should not lose courage when assailed by temptation. Often when placed in a trying situation
we doubt that the Spirit of God has been leading us. But it was the Spirit's leading that brought Jesus
into the wilderness to be tempted by Satan. When God brings us into trial, He has a purpose to
accomplish for our good. Jesus did not presume on God's promises by going unbidden into temptation,
neither did He give up to despondency when temptation came upon Him. Nor should we. “God is
faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the temptation
also make a way to escape, that ye may be able to bear it.” He says, “Offer unto God thanksgiving; and
pay thy vows unto the Most High: and call upon Me in the day of trouble: | will deliver thee, and thou
shalt glorify Me.” 1 Corinthians 10:13; Psalm 50:14, 15. DA 126.3

DA - Touha vék( 126.3 Avsak ani v poku$eni nemame ztracet odvahu. Casto se stava, 7e v tézkych
situacich o vedeni Duchem svatym pochybujeme. Ale pravé Bozi Duch zaved| JeZiSe na poust, aby Jej
satan pokousel. KdyZz na nas Buh dopusti néjakou zkousku, zamysli tim néco pro nase dobro. Jezis se
neodvazil zneuzit Bozich zaslibeni tim, Ze by se vystavoval pokuseni. Kdyz na Ného vSak dolehlo,
nepropadal zoufalstvi. Stejné bychom se méli chovat i my. 1. Korintskym 10,13 “Vérny je v3ak B(h,
ktery vas nenecha zkusit vice, neZ snesete, ale se zkouskou [s pokusenim] da i vychodisko, abyste ji
mohli snést.” Dale Fika: Zalm 50,14.15 “**Obétuj Bohu obét dikd, plfi své sliby Nejvyssimu! *Volej mé
v den souZeni, vytrhnu té a ty mé budes oslavovat.” (srv. TV 77.4)
