The Saviour took upon Himself the infirmities of humanity and lived a sinless life, that men might have
no fear that because of the weakness of human nature they could not overcome. Christ came to make
us “partakers of the divine nature,” and His life declares that humanity, combined with divinity, does
not commit sin. MH 180.5

In His life on earth, Christ developed a perfect character, He rendered perfect obedience to His Father's
commandments. In coming to the world in human form, in becoming subject to the law, in revealing
to men that He bore their sickness, their sorrow, their guilt, He did not become a sinner. Before the
Pharisees He could say, “Which of you convinceth me of sin?” Not one stain of sin was found upon
Him. He stood before the world the spotless Lamb of God. —The Youth's Instructor, December 29,
1898.35M 133.3

Christ unites in His person the fullness and perfection of the Godhead and the fullness and perfection
of sinless humanity. FLB 219.3

Amid impurity, Christ maintained His purity. Satan could not stain or corrupt it. His character revealed
a perfect hatred for sin. It was His holiness that stirred against Him all the passion of a profligate world;
for by His perfect life He threw upon the world a perpetual reproach, and made manifest the contrast
between transgression and the pure, spotless righteousness of One that knew no sin. 5BC 1142.8

Be careful, exceedingly careful as to how you dwell upon the human nature of Christ. Do not set Him
before the people as a man with the propensities of sin. He is the second Adam. The first Adam was
created a pure, sinless being, without a taint of sin upon him; he was in the image of God. He could
fall, and he did fall through transgressing. Because of sin his posterity was born with inherent
propensities of disobedience. But Jesus Christ was the only begotten Son of God. He took upon Himself
human nature, and was tempted in all points as human nature is tempted. He could have sinned; He
could have fallen, but not for one moment was there in Him an evil propensity. He was assailed with
temptations in the wilderness, as Adam was assailed with temptations in Eden. 5BC 1128.4

Avoid every question in relation to the humanity of Christ which is liable to be misunderstood. Truth
lies close to the track of presumption. In treating upon the humanity of Christ, you need to guard
strenuously every assertion, lest your words be taken to mean more than they imply, and thus you
lose or dim the clear perceptions of His humanity as combined with divinity. His birth was a miracle of
God; for, said the angel, “Behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call
his name JESUS. He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall
give unto him the throne of his father David: and he shall reign over the house of Jacob for ever; and
of his kingdom there shall be no end. Then said Mary unto the angel, How shall this be, seeing | know
not a man? And the angel answered and said unto her, The Holy Ghost shall come upon thee, and the
power of the Highest shall overshadow thee: therefore also that holy thing which shall be born of thee
shall be called the Son of God.” 5BC 1128.5

These words do not refer to any human being, except to the Son of the infinite God. Never, in any way,
leave the slightest impression upon human minds that a taint of, or inclination to, corruption rested
upon Christ, or that He in any way yielded to corruption. He was tempted in all points like as man is
tempted, yet He is called “that holy thing.” It is a mystery that is left unexplained to mortals that Christ
could be tempted in all points like as we are, and yet be without sin. The incarnation of Christ has ever
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been, and will ever remain a mystery. That which is revealed, is for us and for our children, but let
every human being be warned from the ground of making Christ altogether human, such an one as
ourselves; for it cannot be. The exact time when humanity blended with divinity, it is not necessary for
us to know. We are to keep our feet on the Rock Christ Jesus, as God revealed in humanity. 5BC 1128.6

| perceive that there is danger in approaching subjects which dwell on the humanity of the Son of the
infinite God. He did humble Himself when He saw He was in fashion as a man, that He might
understand the force of all temptations wherewith man is beset. 5BC 1129.1

The first Adam fell; the second Adam held fast to God and His Word under the most trying
circumstances, and His faith in His Father's goodness, mercy, and love did not waver for one moment.
“It is written” was His weapon of resistance, and it is the sword of the Spirit which every human being
is to use. “Hereafter | will not talk much with you: for the prince of this world cometh, and hath nothing
in me”—nothing to respond to temptation. On not one occasion was there a response to his manifold
temptations. Not once did Christ step on Satan's ground, to give him any advantage. Satan found
nothing in Him to encourage his advances (Letter 8, 1895). 5BC 1129.2

Could Satan have induced Christ to yield to a single temptation, could he have led Him by one act or
even thought to stain His perfect purity, the prince of darkness would have triumphed over man's
Surety and would have gained the whole human family to himself. But while Satan could distress, he
could not contaminate. He could cause agony, but not defilement. PK 701.2

Never did Christ deviate from loyalty to the principles of God's law. Never did He do anything contrary
to the will of His Father. Before angels, men, and demons He could speak words that from any other
lips would have been blasphemy: “I do always those things that please Him.” John 8:29. Day by day for
three years His enemies followed Him, trying to find some stain in His character. Satan, with all his
confederacy of evil, sought to overcome Him; but they found nothing in Him by which to gain
advantage. Even the devils were forced to confess: “Thou art the Holy One of God.” 8T 208.1
