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Pro Tajemstvi Bible zpracoval tym prekladatell pod vedenim Ladislava Hodace.

Lukas 4:32 A byli ohromeni nad jeho uc¢enim, protoZe jeho slovo bylo pronaseno v pravomoci (B21 —
jeho slovo mélo moc).

Christ reached the people where they were. He presented the plain truth to their minds in the most
forcible, simple language. The humble poor, the most unlearned, could comprehend, through faith in
Him, the most exalted truths. No one needed to consult the learned doctors as to His meaning. He did
not perplex the ignorant with mysterious inferences, or use unaccustomed and learned words, of
which they had no knowledge. The greatest Teacher the world has ever known, was the most definite,
simple, and practical in His instruction. GW 49.3

GW - Pracovnici evangelia 49.3 Kristus oslovoval lidi tam, kde se nachdzeli. Pfedkladal jim jasnou
pravdu tim nejsrozumitelnéjsim a nejjednodussim jazykem. Skromni chudi, ti nejméné vzdélani, mohli
skrze viru v Ného pochopit ty nejvznesenéjsi pravdy. Nikdo se nemusel radit s u¢enymi teology, co tim
myslel. Nevzdélanym nematl hlavu tajemnymi zavéry ani nepouzival neobvykla a ucena slova, ktera
neznali. Nejvétsi Ucitel, jakého kdy svét poznal, byl ve svém uceni v nejvétsi mozné mire jasny,
jednoduchy a prakticky.

But while His teaching was simple, He spoke as one having authority. This characteristic set His teaching
in contrast with that of all others. The rabbis spoke with doubt and hesitancy, as if the Scriptures might
be interpreted to mean one thing or exactly the opposite. The hearers were daily involved in greater
uncertainty. But Jesus taught the Scriptures as of unquestionable authority. Whatever His subject, it
was presented with power, as if His words could not be controverted. DA 253.5

When his doctrines were opposed, he defended them with so great zeal and certainty as to impress
his hearers that he would die, if need be, to sustain the authority of his teachings. RH January 7, 1890,
par.

It was the work of Christ to present the truth in the framework of the gospel, and to reveal the precepts
and principles that He had given to fallen man. Every idea He presented was His own. He needed not
to borrow thoughts from any, for He was the originator of all truth. He could present the ideas of
prophets and philosophers, and preserve His originality; for all wisdom was His; He was the source, the
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fountain, of all truth. He was in advance of all, and by His teaching He became the spiritual leader for
all ages. 1SM 409.2

Jesus takes up the commandments separately, and explains the depth and breadth of their
requirement. Instead of removing one jot of their force, He shows how far-reaching their principles
are, and exposes the fatal mistake of the Jews in their outward show of obedience. He declares that
by the evil thought or the lustful look the law of God is transgressed. One who becomes a party to the
least injustice is breaking the law and degrading his own moral nature. Murder first exists in the mind.
He who gives hatred a place in his heart is setting his feet in the path of the murderer, and his offerings
are abhorrent to God. DA 310.2

The Pharisees were dissatisfied with the teachings of Christ. The practical godliness which he enjoined
condemned them. They desired him to dwell upon the external observances of the ceremonial law,
and the customs and traditions of the fathers. But Jesus teaches the spiritual nature of the law and its
far-reaching claims. Love to God and to men must dwell in the heart and control the life, —the spring
of every thought and every action. RH September 27, 1881, par. 7

He, the author of truth, must separate truth from the chaff of man's utterance, which had made it of
no effect. The principles of God's government and the plan of redemption must be clearly defined. The
lessons of the Old Testament must be fully set before men. PK 700.3

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He spoke with certainty, and a convincing power attended His words. The people were silenced, and a
feeling of fear crept over them. They looked at one another doubtfully. Who of them would be saved
if this Man's teachings were true? Many were convicted that this remarkable Teacher was actuated by
the Spirit of God, and that the sentiments He uttered were divine. DA 305.1

What He taught, He lived. “l have given you an example,” He said to His disciples; “that ye should do
as | have done.” “I have kept My Father's commandments.” John 13:15; 15:10. Thus in His life, Christ's
words had perfect illustration and support. And more than this; what He taught, He was. His words
were the expression, not only of His own life experience, but of His own character. Not only did He
teach the truth, but He was the truth. It was this that gave His teaching, power. Ed 78.7

Ed — Vychova 78.7 Zil pfesné podle toho, co u¢il. Svym uéednikdim fekl: Jan 13,15 “Dal jsem vam pfiklad,
abyste i vy ¢inili, co jsem ja ucinil vdm.”

The teaching of Christ was the expression of an inwrought conviction and experience, and those who
learn of Him become teachers after the divine order. The word of God, spoken by one who is himself
sanctified through it, has a life-giving power that makes it attractive to the hearers, and convicts them
that it is a living reality. When one has received the truth in the love of it, he will make this manifest in
the persuasion of his manner and the tones of his voice. He makes known that which he himself has
heard, seen, and handled of the word of life, that others may have fellowship with him through the
knowledge of Christ. His testimony, from lips touched with a live coal from off the altar, is truth to the
receptive heart, and works sanctification upon the character. DA 142.1

By his words, his influence, and his example, he made men feel that it was possible for them to return
to their loyalty and be reinstated in God's favor. He led them to see that if they repented, if their
characters were transformed after the divine similitude, they would win immortality. RH December

But the Pharisees rejected Christ; “being ignorant of God's righteousness, and going about to establish
their own righteousness” (Romans 10:3), they would not submit themselves unto the righteousness of
God. MB 54.2
