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Pro Tajemstvi Bible zpracoval tym prekladatell pod vedenim Ladislava Hodace.

Zalm 98:1-2 Zpivejte Hospodinu novou pisef, protoZe vykonal divy! Pomohla mu jeho pravice, jeho
svata paze. 2Hospodin dal poznat svou spasu, zraku pohan( odhalil svou spravedInost.

Yet Satan was not then destroyed. The angels did not even then understand all that was involved in
the great controversy. The principles at stake were to be more fully revealed. And for the sake of man,
Satan’s existence must be continued. Man as well as angels must see the contrast between the Prince
of light and the prince of darkness. He must choose whom he will serve. DA 761.3

In the opening of the great controversy, Satan had declared that the law of God could not be obeyed,
that justice was inconsistent with mercy, and that, should the law be broken, it would be impossible
for the sinner to be pardoned. Every sin must meet its punishment, urged Satan; and if God should
remit the punishment of sin, He would not be a God of truth and justice. When men broke the law of
God, and defied His will, Satan exulted. It was proved, he declared, that the law could not be obeyed;
man could not be forgiven. Because he, after his rebellion, had been banished from heaven, Satan
claimed that the human race must be forever shut out from God’s favor. God could not be just, he
urged, and yet show mercy to the sinner. DA 761.4

byt odpusténo. Prohlasoval, Ze lidstvu musi byt navidy odeprena BozZi pfizen, protoZze i on sdm byl po
své vzpoure vyhnan z nebe. Tvrdil, Ze Bih nemUze byt spravedlivy, a zaroven hrisnikovi presto prokazat
milosrdenstvi. (srv. TV 489.5-6)

But even as a sinner, man was in a different position from that of Satan. Lucifer in heaven had sinned
in the light of God’s glory. To him as to no other created being was given a revelation of God'’s love.
Understanding the character of God, knowing His goodness, Satan chose to follow his own selfish,
independent will. This choice was final. There was no more that God could do to save him. But man
was deceived; his mind was darkened by Satan’s sophistry. The height and depth of the love of God he
did not know. For him there was hope in a knowledge of God’s love. By beholding His character he
might be drawn back to God. DA 761.5

DA - Touha véka 761.5 Clovék se viak i jako h¥i$nik nachdazel v jiné situaci ne satan. Lucifer v nebi
zhtesil ve svétle BozZi slavy.

Clovék viak
byl sveden, satan mu svou Isti zatemnil mysl. Clovék neznal hloubku BoZi lasky a jeho jedina nadéje tak
spocivala v tom, Ze se s ni seznami. Diky pohledu na BoZi charakter by ¢lovék mohl byt pfitdhnut zpét
k Bohu. (srv. TV 489.7)
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By His life and His death, Christ proved that God’s justice did not destroy His mercy, but that sin could
be forgiven, and that the law is righteous, and can be perfectly obeyed. Satan’s charges were refuted.
God had given man unmistakable evidence of His love. DA 762.4

DA - Touha vékl 762.4 Kristus svym Zivotem a smrti dokazal, Zze Bozi spravedInost nerusi Bozi milost,
ale Ze hfich mlZe byt odpustén, zakon je spravedlivy a jeho pozadavkim je moZno plné vyhovét.

Another deception was now to be brought forward. Satan declared that mercy destroyed justice, that
the death of Christ abrogated the Father’s law. Had it been possible for the law to be changed or
abrogated, then Christ need not have died. But to abrogate the law would be to immortalize
transgression, and place the world under Satan’s control. It was because the law was changeless,
because man could be saved only through obedience to its precepts, that Jesus was lifted up on the
cross. Yet the very means by which Christ established the law Satan represented as destroying it. Here
will come the last conflict of the great controversy between Christ and Satan. DA 762.5

To bude predmétem zavérecného boje ve velkém sporu mezi Kristem a satanem. (srv. TV 490.4)

The warfare against God’s law, which was begun in heaven, will be continued until the end of time.
Every man will be tested. Obedience or disobedience is the question to be decided by the whole world.
All will be called to choose between the law of God and the laws of men. Here the dividing line will be
drawn. There will be but two classes. Every character will be fully developed; and all will show whether
they have chosen the side of loyalty or that of rebellion. DA 763.3

DA - Touha véki 763.3 Boj proti Bozimu zakonu, ktery zacal v nebi, bude pokracovat az do konce ¢asu.
Kazdy bude podroben zkousce. Cely svét bude muset volit mezi poslusnosti a neposlusnosti. Kazdy se
bude muset rozhodnout bud’ pro Bozi zdkon, nebo pro lidska nafizeni.

Then the end will come. God will vindicate His law and deliver His people. Satan and all who have
joined him in rebellion will be cut off. Sin and sinners will perish, root and branch, (Malachi 4:1),—
Satan the root, and his followers the branches. The word will be fulfilled to the prince of evil, “Because
thou hast set thine heart as the heart of God; ... | will destroy thee, O covering cherub, from the midst
of the stones of fire.... Thou shalt be a terror, and never shalt thou be any more.” Then “the wicked

shall not be: yea, thou shalt diligently consider his place, and it shall not be;” “they shall be as though
they had not been.” Ezekiel 28:6-19; Psalm 37:10; Obadiah 16. DA 763.4

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37,10 , Jesté chvilku a nicema uZ nebude. Zadivas se na jeho misto a nebude tam.” Abdijas 1,16 (B21)
,Zmizi, jako by nebyly.” (srv. TV 491.3)

This is not an act of arbitrary power on the part of God. The rejecters of His mercy reap that which they
have sown. God is the fountain of life; and when one chooses the service of sin, he separates from
God, and thus cuts himself off from life. He is “alienated from the life of God.” Christ says, “All they
that hate Me love death.” Ephesians 4:18; Proverbs 8:36. God gives them existence for a time that they
may develop their character and reveal their principles. This accomplished, they receive the results of
their own choice. By a life of rebellion, Satan and all who unite with him place themselves so out of
harmony with God that His very presence is to them a consuming fire. The glory of Him who is love will
destroy them. DA 764.1

DA —Touha véki 764.1 Buh se neprojevi jako néjaky tyran. Ti, kdo odmitli Jeho milost, sklidi, co zaseli.

Bah jim dava ¢asové omezenou pfileZitost, aby mohli rozvinout
svlj charakter a projevit své zasady. Potom budou sklizet nasledky vlastniho rozhodnuti. Satan a jeho
stoupenci se svym Zivotem ve vzpoure natolik vzdalili souladu s Bohem, Zze sama Bozi pfitomnost je pro
né spalujicim ohném. Slava Boha, ktery je laska, je znici. (srv. TV 491.4)

At the beginning of the great controversy, the angels did not understand this. Had Satan and his host
then been left to reap the full result of their sin, they would have perished; but it would not have been
apparent to heavenly beings that this was the inevitable result of sin. A doubt of God’s goodness would
have remained in their minds as evil seed, to produce its deadly fruit of sin and woe. DA 764.2

DA -Touha vékul 764.2 Na pocatku velkého sporu tomu viak nerozuméli ani andélé. Kdyby musel satan
a jeho privrzenci nést vSechny nasledky svého hrichu, byli by vyhlazeni.

But not so when the great controversy shall be ended. Then, the plan of redemption having been
completed, the character of God is revealed to all created intelligences. The precepts of His law are
seen to be perfect and immutable. Then sin has made manifest its nature, Satan his character. Then
the extermination of sin will vindicate God’s love and establish His honor before a universe of beings
who delight to do His will, and in whose heart is His law. DA 764.3

Well, then, might the angels rejoice as they looked upon the Saviour’s cross; for though they did not
then understand all, they knew that the destruction of sin and Satan was forever made certain, that
the redemption of man was assured, and that the universe was made eternally secure. Christ Himself
fully comprehended the results of the sacrifice made upon Calvary. To all these He looked forward
when upon the cross He cried out, “It is finished.” DA 764.4
