Thank God that He who spilled His blood for us, lives to plead it, lives to make intercession for every
soul who receives Him. “If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to
cleanse us from all unrighteousness.” The blood of Jesus Christ cleanses us from all sin. It speaketh
better things than the blood of Abel, for Christ ever liveth to make intercession for us. We need to
keep ever before us the efficacy of the blood of Jesus. That life-cleansing, life-sustaining blood,
appropriated by living faith, is our hope. We need to grow in appreciation of its inestimable value, for
it speaks for us only as we by faith claim its virtue, keeping the conscience clean and at peace with
God.

God is approached through Jesus Christ, the Mediator, the only way through which He forgives sins.
God cannot forgive sins at the expense of His justice, His holiness, and His truth. But He does forgive
sins and that fully. There are no sins He will not forgive in and through the Lord Jesus Christ. This is the
sinner’s only hope, and if he rests here in sincere faith, he is sure of pardon and that full and free.
There is only one channel and that is accessible to all, and through that channel a rich and abundant
forgiveness awaits the penitent, contrite soul and the darkest sins are forgiven. 7BC 912.9

cestu, skrze kterou odpousti hfichy. Bih nemUZe odpoustét hfichy na ukor své spravedinosti, svatosti
a pravdy. Hrichy vSak odpousti, a to v plném rozsahu. Neexistuji Zadné htichy, které by neodpustil v
Panu JeZisi Kristu a skrze Né&j. To je jedina nadéje hfiSnika, a pokud v tomto v upfimné vife spociva, ma
jistotu plného a bezplatného odpusténi. Existuje pouze jedna cesta a ta je pristupnd vSsem. Skrze tuto
cestu ¢eka na kajiciho se zkrouseného clovéka bohaté a velkorysé odpusténi a jsou mu tak odpustény
i ty nejtemnéjsi hrichy.

These lessons were taught to the chosen people of God thousands of years ago, and repeated in
various symbols and figures, that the work of truth might be riveted in every heart, that without the
shedding of blood there is no remission of sins. The great lesson embodied in the sacrifice of every
bleeding victim, impressed in every ceremony, inculcated by God Himself, was that through the blood
of Christ alone is forgiveness of sins; yet how many carry the galling yoke and how few feel the force
of this truth and act upon it personally, and derive the blessings they might receive through a perfect
faith in the blood of the Lamb of God. 7BC 913.1

Jesus stands in the holy of holies, now to appear in the presence of God for us. There He ceases not to
present His people moment by moment, complete in Himself. But because we are thus represented
before the Father, we are not to imagine that we are to presume upon His mercy, and become careless,
indifferent, and self-indulgent. Christ is not the minister of sin. We are complete in Him, accepted in
the Beloved, only as we abide in Him by faith (The Signs of the Times, July 4, 1892). 7BC 933.9

Jesus came into the world to save sinners, not in their sins but from their sins, and to sanctify them
through the truth; and in order that He may become a perfect Saviour to us, we must enter into union
with Him by a personal act of faith. Christ has chosen us, we have chosen Him, and by this choice we
become united to Him and are to live from henceforth, not unto ourselves, but unto Him who has died
for us. But this union can only be preserved by constant watchfulness, lest we fall into temptation and
make a different choice, for we are free always to take another master if we so desire. Union with
Christ means an unfailing preference for Him in every act and thought. TMK 361.2
