The cross of Calvary is to be lifted high above the people, absorbing their minds and concentrating
their thoughts. Then all the spiritual faculties will be charged with divine power direct from God. MB
44.2

MB — Myslenky z Hory blahoslavenstvi 44.2 Aby upoutal lidi a soustfedili na néj svou pozornost, musi
byt golgotsky kfiz vyzdvizen vysoko. Pak viechny duchovni schopnosti umocni BoZi sila. (srv. MON 31.3)

God'’s supply of grace is waiting the demand of every sinsick soul. It will heal every spiritual disease. By
it hearts may be cleansed from all defilement. It is the gospel remedy for everyone who believes. HP
34.4

HP - V nebesich 34.4 BoZi dar milosti je pfipraven pro kazdého ¢lovéka suzovaného hfichem, ktery o
ni pozada. Uzdravi kazdou duchovni nemoc. Diky ni mohou byt srdce ocisténa od kazdé nedistoty. Je
to lék evangelia pro kazdého, kdo véri.

As the sinner looks upon the Redeemer, he finds hope, assurance, and joy. Faith takes hold of Christ in
love. Faith works by love, and purifies the soul. 1SM 349.2

1SM - Vybrana poselstvi, 1. svazek 349.2 Pri pohledu na Vykupitele nachazi hfisnik nadéji, jistotu a
radost. Vira se laskou zmocnuje Krista. Vira se projevuje laskou a ocistuje dusi.

The fatal effects of sin can be removed only by the provision that God has made. The Israelites saved
their lives by looking upon the uplifted serpent. That look implied faith. They lived because they
believed God’s word, and trusted in the means provided for their recovery. So the sinner may look to
Christ, and live. He receives pardon through faith in the atoning sacrifice. Unlike the inert and lifeless
symbol, Christ has power and virtue in Himself to heal the repenting sinner. PP 431.1

PP — Patriarchové a proroci 431.1 Smrtelné nasledky hfichu mlze odstranit jen opatreni, které ucinil
Blh. Izraelité si zachranili Zivoty tim, Ze hledéli na vyvyseného hada. Toto pohlédnuti vyjadiovalo viru.
PreZili, protoZe uvérili BoZzimu slovu a dlvérovali prostiedku, ktery jim Bah poskytl k jejich uzdraveni.
Podobné mze hfisnik vzhlizet ke Kristu a zit. Odpusténi ziska skrze viru v usmifujici obét. Na rozdil od
nehybného a neZivého symbolu v sobé ma Kristus moc a schopnost uzdravit hfisnika litujiciho svych
hrichd. (srv. PP 320.1)

While the sinner cannot save himself, he still has something to do to secure salvation. “Him that
cometh to Me,” says Christ, “I will in no wise cast out.” John 6:37. But we must come to Him; and when
we repent of our sins, we must believe that He accepts and pardons us. Faith is the gift of God, but the
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power to exercise it is ours. Faith is the hand by which the soul takes hold upon the divine offers of
grace and mercy. PP 431.2

PP - Patriarchové a proroci 431.2 Protoze hrisnik nem(iZze spasit sam sebe, musi pro svou spasu néco
ucinit. Kristus fika: Jan 6,37 ,, Toho, kdo ke mné pfichazi, jisté nevyZzenu ven.” Musime vSak k Nému
prijit, litovat svych hfich( a véfit, Ze nas pfijme a odpusti nam. Vira je dar od Boha, ale jeji uplatnéni je
na nas. Vira je nastroj, kterym se ¢lovék chyta bozské nabidky milosti a slitovani. (srv. PP 320.2)

Many of the Israelites saw no help in the remedy which Heaven had appointed. The dead and dying
were all around them, and they knew that, without divine aid, their own fate was certain; but they
continued to lament their wounds, their pains, their sure death, until their strength was gone, and
their eyes were glazed, when they might have had instant healing. If we are conscious of our needs,
we should not devote all our powers to mourning over them. While we realize our helpless condition
without Christ, we are not to yield to discouragement, but rely upon the merits of a crucified and risen
Saviour. Look and live. Jesus has pledged His word; He will save all who come unto Him. Though millions
who need to be healed will reject His offered mercy, not one who trusts in His merits will be left to
perish. PP 432.1

PP — Patriarchové a proroci 432.1 V Bohem uréeném prostfedku mnozi Izraelci neshleddvali zddnou
pomoc. Vsude kolem sebe vidéli mrtvé a umirajici a dobie védéli, Ze bez bozské pomoci by byl zpecetén
i jejich vlastni osud. Pfesto vSak nadale nafikali nad ranami, bolestmi a nad svou jistou smrti, dokud jim
nedosly sily a jejich oéi se nezkalily, pfestoze mohli byt okamzité uzdraveni. Pokud jsme si védomi svych
potieb, nemlzZeme se vydat ze vSech sil tim, Ze nad tim jen nafikdme. PfestoZe si uvédomujeme, Ze
bez Krista jsme zcela bezmocni, nemizZeme se poddat malomyslnosti. Mame spoléhat na zasluhy
ukfizovaného a vzkriSeného Spasitele. Pohlédni a Zij! JeziS dal své slovo: zachrani vsechny, ktefi k Nému
prijdou.

Many are unwilling to accept of Christ until the whole mystery of the plan of salvation shall be made
plain to them. They refuse the look of faith, although they see that thousands have looked, and have
felt the efficacy of looking, to the cross of Christ. Many wander in the mazes of philosophy, in search
of reasons and evidence which they will never find, while they reject the evidence which God has been
pleased to give. They refuse to walk in the light of the Sun of Righteousness, until the reason of its
shining shall be explained. All who persist in this course will fail to come to a knowledge of the truth.
God will never remove every occasion for doubt. He gives sufficient evidence on which to base faith,
and if this is not accepted, the mind is left in darkness. If those who were bitten by the serpents had
stopped to doubt and question before they would consent to look, they would have perished. It is our
duty, first, to look; and the look of faith will give us life. PP 432.2

PP — Patriarchové a proroci 432.2 Mnozi nejsou ochotni pfijmout Krista, dokud jim nebude zcela
objasnéno tajemstvi planu spasy. Odmitaji pohled viry, ackoli vidi, Ze tisice lidi ke kFizi pohlizi a zakousi
jeho silu a uc¢innost. Mnozi se motaji v bludném kruhu filozofie, patraji po svédectvich a dlikazech,
které nikdy nenajdou, a pfitom odmitaji dlikazy, které Bah ochotné poskytuje. Odmitaji kracet ve svétle
Slunce SpravedInosti, dokud jim nebude vysvétlena pfic¢ina Jeho jasu. Kdo se drZi tohoto postoje,
nedospéje nikdy k poznani pravdy. Bih nikdy neodstrani viechny pficiny pochybnosti. Poskytuje
dostatek dlikazl, na nichZ je moZné viru zaloZit; pokud je vsak odmitame, zlistaneme v temnoté. Kdyby
lidé, které ustkli hadi, prestali pochybovat a klast otazky drive, nez pohlédli vzhiru, byli by zahynuli.
Nasi povinnosti je nejprve pohlédnout; a pohled viry nam da Zivot. (srv. PP 321.2)
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Jan 1:29 Hle, Beranek BoZi, ktery snima hrich svéta.

The light shining from the cross reveals the love of God. His love is drawing us to Himself. If we do not
resist this drawing, we shall be led to the foot of the cross in repentance for the sins that have crucified
the Saviour. Then the Spirit of God through faith produces a new life in the soul. The thoughts and
desires are brought into obedience to the will of Christ. The heart, the mind, are created anew in the
image of Him who works in us to subdue all things to Himself. Then the law of God is written in the
mind and heart, and we can say with Christ, “I delight to do Thy will, O my God.” Psalm 40:8. DA 175.5

DA - Touha vékd 175.5 Svétlo zafici z kfize zjevuje BoZi lasku. Ta nas pritahuje k Bohu. Pokud se ji
nevzpirame, dovede nds ke ktizi a my s litosti v srdci vyzndme hfichy, které ukfizovaly naseho Spasitele.
Bozi Duch pak skrze viru probudi v nasem nitru novy Zivot. Své touhy a myslenky podfidime Kristové
vuli. Dostaneme nové srdce a novou mysl podle JeZiSova obrazu, protoZe On v nas probouzi ochotu
cele se Mu podridit. Pak budeme mit Bozi zdkon zapsany ve své mysli a ve svém srdci a spolu s Kristem
budeme moci fict: Zalm 40,9 ,Oblibil jsem si délat to, co je ti milé, m{j Boze. Tv(j zakon je v mém
nitru.” (srv. TV 108.1)

No one will be forced to look to Christ; but the voice of invitation is sounding in yearning entreaty,
“Look and live.” In looking to Christ, we shall see that His love is without a parallel, that He has taken
the place of the guilty sinner, and has imputed unto him His spotless righteousness. When the sinner
sees his Saviour dying upon the cross under the curse of sin in his stead, beholding His pardoning love,
love awakes in his heart. The sinner loves Christ, because Christ has first loved him, and love is the
fulfilling of the law. The repenting soul realizes that God “is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and
to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.” 1SM 374.2

1SM - Vybrana poselstvi, 1. svazek 374.2 Nikdo nebude nikoho nutit pohlédnout na Krista. Pozvani
vsak zazniva ténem naléhavé prosby: ,,Pohlédni a Zij.“ Upfeme-li svij zrak na Krista, uvidime, Ze Jeho
laska nema obdoby, Ze se postavil na misto usvédéeného hfisnika a pfi¢etl mu svou neposkvrnénou
spravedlnost. KdyZ vidi umirat svého Spasitele na kfiZi pod kletbou hfichu namisto sebe a vidi JeZiSovu
odpoustéjici lasku, probouzi to v srdci htisnika lasku. Miluje Krista, protoZe Kristus ho miloval dfive, a
laska je naplnénim zakona. Clovék, ktery lituje svych hiichi a ¢ini pokani, si uvédomuje, ze Biih 1. JanGv
1:9 ,je vérny a spravedlivy, aby ndm htichy odpustil a ocistil nas od kazdé nepravosti.”

A deadly spiritual malady is upon the church. Its members are wounded by Satan; but they will not
look to the cross of Christ, as the Israelites looked to the brazen serpent, that they may live. The world
has so many claims upon them that they have not time to look to the cross of Calvary long enough to
see its glory or to feel its power. When they now and then catch a glimpse of the self-denial and self-
dedication which the truth demands, it is unwelcome, and they turn their attention in another
direction, that they may the sooner forget it. 5T 202.4

aby mohli Zit. Svét je zahrnuje tolika poZadavky, Ze nemaiji ¢as pohliZzet na Golgotsky ktiZz dost dlouho
na to, aby spatfili jeho slavu nebo pocitili jeho moc. KdyZ tu a tam zaznamenaji Spetku sebezapreni a
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sebeobétovani se, které pravda vyZaduje, je to pro né neptijemné. Obraci svou pozornost jinym
smérem, aby na to co nejdfive zapomnéli.

In the day of final judgment, every lost soul will understand the nature of his own rejection of truth.
The cross will be presented, and its real bearing will be seen by every mind that has been blinded by
transgression. Before the vision of Calvary with its mysterious Victim, sinners will stand condemned.
Every lying excuse will be swept away. Human apostasy will appear in its heinous character. Men will
see what their choice has been. Every question of truth and error in the long-standing controversy will
then have been made plain. DA 58.1

hfisniky usvédci. VSechny IZivé vymluvy se rozplynou. Odpadlictvi se ukaze v celé své ohavnosti. Lidé
uvidi, pro co se vlastné rozhodli. Kazda otazka bude objasnéna a odvéky spor pravdy a klamu bude
vyresen. (srv. TV 33.2)
